Maths and sharing

Maths is a useful skill in helping people to share things with each other. Using division and addition, solve the maths problems below. Each one is about sharing.

1. The teacher shared 24 photographs equally between 4 groups of students. How many photographs did each group receive?

2. Six children were given a total of $30 for their work in the garden. They shared the money equally between them. How many dollars did each child receive?

3. Siu Fung and Rosita shared the toy by taking turns playing with it. They each had two turns playing with the toy, and played with it for 10 minutes each time. Add up how long they spent playing in total.

4. Lucy collected 4 litres of water from the well. Her sisters Nancy and Scovia each collected 2 litres of water, and her brother Robert collected 3 litres. They decided to share their water – add up how many litres of water they had in total.
