The IMPACT program was developed by New Horizons Foundation starting in 2002 as a follow-up of the VIAŢA experiential education summer camp.  The IMPACT program consists of weekly club meetings and community service-learning projects for young people, and combines in a creative way the fun of adventure education with the demands of education through community service.  The purpose of the IMPACT program is the development of competencies in four fields: active citizenship, employability, social entrepreneurship, and leadership. 
IMPACT’s General Objectives
Through active citizenship IMPACT wants to help young people develop, through community service projects, the abilities necessary to become responsible citizens who are trustworthy, honest, and compassionate, and capable of contributing to the wellfare of their community.
Through employability, IMPACT supports young people as they develop their social, organizational, and technical abilities, helping them increase their success rate in a competitive labor market.

Through social entrepreneurship, IMPACT supports young people in becoming creative and brave entrepreneurs who will care not only about making a profit, but also about reaching a range of social and environmental goals.

Through leadership, IMPACT offers young people opportunities for involvement  in facilitation and/or coordination activities within New Horizons Foundation and other partner organizations.
